Because one of John Wesley's General Rules for his Methodists was to "do no harm," the  
Central UMC Leadership Council has had many discussions over the last 16 months concerning 
the best way to conduct services, move forward, and respond as a church family where the 
Covid 19 pandemic is concerned.
